Website

A new-look website is operational.  There will on-going maintenance of the website to ensure currency and simplicity of navigation.  

Program Accreditation Committee (PAC)

· Three universities - confirmation of approved status.
· Two new programs commencing accreditation process.
· Five site visits are scheduled for the remainder of 2016.
· Annual reports – these will be forwarded to all education providers in the near future..

Overseas Qualification Assessment Committee (OQAC)

Updated Stage 2 documentation has been prepared and included on the website to streamline the process.  

Governance and Strategic Affairs Committee (GSAC)

Strategic planning meeting postponed pending information regarding NRAS Review.

Health Professions Accreditation Council Forum (HPACF)

The Forum meeting held on 13 May 2016 was attended by Assoc Prof Lynne Adamson and Kim Bradbury.

Accreditation Standards
